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In the Province of British Columbia, placer
titles are acquired in designated placer areas.

Registration of placer claims can only occur 
in the areas that are designated as 

"Placer Claim Areas" or 
"Placer Claim and Lease Areas."  

Placer claims can only be converted to 
lease in "Placer Claim and Lease Areas."
